FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

Remove the panniers, rider and pillion seats.

Remove the two bolts arrowed in picture 1.

Remove the two bolts arrowed in pictures 2 and 3, the remove both pannier mounting
brackets.

Remove the four bolts arrowed in pictures 4 and 5.

Carefully remove the rear sub-frame cowl.

Disconnect the three wiring plug sockets arrowed in picture 6.

Remove the four bolts arrowed in picture 7.

Remove the two bolts arrowed in picture 8.

Gently unclip the plastic under-tray from the location tabs shown in pictures 9 and 10 and
gently lower the under-tray (you will have to feed the tool kit bungee through the slot in the
rear sub-frame) until it rests on the rear wheel.

With the under-tray lowered remove the two screws arrowed in picture 11.
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e Carefully remove the wiring taking note of its routing.
e Carefully remove the original licence plate bracket while feeding all the wires through the
holes in the under-tray.

To Remove original indicators

e Remove the two bolts arrowed in picture 12 and remove the licence plate bolt bracket.

e Remove the nut arrowed in picture 13 and remove the reflector.

e Remove the three bolts arrowed in picture 14, the bracket can now be carefully separated
into two halves.

e Remove the screw arrowed in picture 15 and then the clamp plate and the spreader plate.

e Then squeeze the rubber indicator stem to allow the indicator to be removed as shown in
picture 16.

e Repeat the above to remove the other indicator.

To Fit Mini indicators

e Fit the indicators of choice to the original indicator/licence plate bracket (R&G mini indicator

product code RG371 for LED type or RG372 for Aero Style led type) using the four indicator
adaptors (item 1) as explained below.

e Pass the indicator wiring through the hole in the rear indicator adaptor (item 1) from the
flat side, then place this assembly into the indicator aperture and place one of the
remaining indicator adaptors (item 1) so the spigot fits into the aperture and secure in
position using the M8 nut.

Repeat the above steps on the other indicator.

Route the wiring as original.

Reassemble the indicator/licence plate bracket as original and remount as original.

e Reconnect the indicators using the supplied wiring connectors (item 2) into the loom to
check at this stage (if illumination fails, swap the bullet connections around). It is a good
idea at this point to turn the ignition on and check for the correct operation of all lights.

e Refit both seats.

¢ Depending on local laws, attach the enclosed red reflector (item 15) in an appropriate
location.

o Please test the indicators, rear light and licence plate illuminator before riding.

Retirez les sacoches, les siéges conducteur et passager.

Retirez les deux boulons fléchés sur la photo 1.

Retirez les deux boulons fléchés sur les photos 2 et 3, puis retirez les deux supports de
montage de la sacoche.

Retirez les quatre boulons fléchés sur les photos 4 et 5.

Retirez avec précaution le capot du sous-cadre arriére.

Débranchez les trois prises de cablage indiquées sur la photo 6.

Retirez les quatre boulons fléchés sur la photo 7.

Retirez les deux boulons fléchés sur la photo 8.

Déclippez délicatement le sous-plateau en plastique des languettes d’emplacement illustrées
sur les photos 9 et 10 et abaissez doucement le sous-plateau (vous devrez faire passer le kit
d’outils élastique a travers la fente du sous-cadre arriére) jusqu’a ce qu'il repose sur le roue
arriere.

Avec le sous plateau inférieur abaissé, retirez les deux vis fléchées sur la photo 11.

Retirez soigneusement le cablage en prenant note de son acheminement.

Retirez délicatement le support de plagque d'immatriculation d'origine tout en faisant passer
tous les fils dans les trous du sous-plateau.

Pour retirer les clignotants d’origine

Retirez les deux boulons fléchés sur la photo 12 et retirez le support de boulon de plaque
d'immatriculation..

Retirez I'écrou fléché sur la photo 13 et retirez le réflecteur.

Retirez les trois boulons fléchés sur la photo 14, le support peut maintenant étre
soigneusement séparé en deux moitiés.

Retirez la vis fléchée sur la photo 15 puis la plaque de serrage et la plaque d'écartement.
Serrez ensuite la tige de clignotant en caoutchouc pour permettre au clignotant 'étre retire,
comme indiqué sur la photo 16.

Répétez ce qui précéde pour retirer |'autre clignotant.

Pour monter des mini clignotants

Montez les clignotants de votre choix sur le support de clignotant / plaque d'immatriculation d'origine
(mini-clignotant R&G code produit RG371 pour type LED ou RG372 pour type LED latérale) a I'aide
des quatre adaptateurs de clignotants (article 1) comme expliqué ci-dessous.

Faites passer le cablage de clignotant a travers le trou de |'adaptateur de clignotant arriére (article 1)
du co6té plat, puis placez cet assemblage dans I'ouverture du clignotant et placez I'un des adaptateurs
de clignotant restants (article 1) de sorte que I'embout s'insére dans I'ouverture et fixer en place a
I'aide de I'écrou M8.

Répétez les étapes ci-dessus sur l'autre clignotant.

Acheminez le cablage comme d'origine.

Remontez le clignotant / le support de plaque d'immatriculation comme original et remontez-le
comme a l'origine.

Rebranchez les clignotants a I'aide des connecteurs de cdblage fournis (article 2) dans le métier a
tisser pour vérifier a ce stade (si I'éclairage ne fonctionne pas, permutez les connecteurs). Il est
judicieux a ce stade de mettre le contact et de vérifier le bon fonctionnement de tous les feux.
Remontez les deux siéges.

Selon les lois locales, fixez le réflecteur rouge fourni (article 15) a un endroit approprié.

Veuillez tester les clignotants, le feu arriére et le feu de plaque d'immatriculation avant de

rouler.
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
